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In the first two years of our College 
Experience initiative student success 
rates for minority students saw 
substantial gains. Since the inception 
of the College Experience five years 
ago, St. Petersburg College has seen 
overall increases in student success* 
rates, particularly among minority 
and First-Time-In-College (FTIC) 
students. Since 2012, the overall 
success rates for SPC summer term 
students has risen 3%.

As a result, the overall success rate 
has seen only a modest rise from 
80.9% in Summer 2015 to 81.3% in 
Summer 2016.
