A discussion was held as to the wages for positions at the various
agencies represented. Cheryl will email Kristin’s report on Occupation Overview
Report and Percentile Earnings Report.

- Donna Sicilian stated that the PCSB hires for 10 month positons
(Instructional positions) with a Bachelor's degree at $37,000 Cheryl will ask Kristin if there is a breakdown of profit or
non-profit organizations regarding average wages.

-Sean King of Solutions Behavioral Health stated that they pay
$35-40,000 for entry level counselors and Case Managers

Angela Pelegrini of 211 states that they prefer a Bachelor’'s degree
for the Crisis Team. Full time positions for the Call Center and Crisis
Team are between $28,000 - $29,000 (more if a Bachelor's degree)
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- Karin Popkowski of the DJJ reported that Bachelor’s level
P.O.’s make $29,000. Detention Facility workers with a HS
diploma make $23,000.

- Robert Neri of Westcare stated that a Behavioral Health Tech
(BHT) makes $11-12/hour
-Counselors make: $32K-36K (with A.S. degree & exper.)

- Dianne Clarke of Operation PAR stated that their lowest salaries
are for child care workers & the Call Center at $12/hour
- Substance Abuse Counselors w/ a Bachelor's degree make
$28,000; Counselors with a Master’s degree make $30,000
- If licensed and a CAP, receive higher wages.

Discussion of Forgiveness of Student Loans.

Public Service Loan Forgiveness:

The #1 way to currently get student loan forgiveness is to work in
public service for 10 years. President Obama announced the PSLF —
Public Service Loan Forgiveness Program, which will grant student
loan forgiveness on qualifying loans after 120 payments (10 years).

Qualifying employment is any employment with a federal, state, or
local government agency, entity, or organization or a not-for-profit
organization that has been designated as tax-exempt by the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS) under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code (IRC).

For example:
o Government Workers (Federal, State, Local)
Emergency management
Military service
Public safety or law enforcement services
Public health services
Teachers (Check out student loan forgiveness for teachers)
Public education or public library services
School library and other school-based services
Public interest law services
Early childhood education
Public service for individuals with disabilities and the elderly

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Robert Neri — West Care

Nationally, West Care was 1 of 8 agencies to open a Certified
Behavioral Health Clinic — in Nevada. It is a national model for
ambulatory services.

Camp Mariposa is starting this weekend.
It is a camp for children (age 9-13) affected by grief and/or

substance abuse. It is every other month. This camp will serve 28
children.

Bob discussed the effects of carfentanyl and the after effects
of reviving victims of overdose (after CPR — brain damage,
etc.)

Naloxone can help reduce the effects and counter an opioid
overdoes

Karin Popkowski (for Jill Gould) — Department of Juvenile Justice

Karin reported that the DJJ has been working with PERC to
open the ERP (evening reporting centers) for youth. The
MOU needs to be signed and then they will open. They serve
the following zip codes: 33705, 33711 and 33712.

-This ERP pilot program is for youth would have had to go to
the detention facility. The Judge has to approve the
alternative diversion program.

-ERP is a maximum of 21 days and can serve 10 boys.

- The program is focused on deflecting people early on into the
system to services in the community as opposed to systems of
justice. This is part of the Criminal Justice Reform Movement

The Juvenile Justice Citizen’s Academy has 25 in the
program and they are in their 3 round.

DJJ is having a person call to remind people of court dates
and that has reduced the number of absences.

Cheryl suggested that it would be a good place for
internship students to man the phones and make the reminder
calls.
