This is a very special edition of our Think Critical e-newsletter for it 
speaks to the fundamental roles that two key participants in student 
academic success play – students and libraries.  Too many students 
regard education as something that is done to them, like good or bad 
customer service at the mall.  They haven’t yet come to realize that 
education is not a spectator sport and that becoming a master student 
requires a commitment as well as a set of strategies for achieving  
academic success. 
 
One of the places where students can discover the joy of actively  
participating in their educations is the library.  With the plethora of 
online resources available at the click of a mouse, quality frequently 
loses out to convenience and speed. But teaching students to use the 
resources in the libraries’ online and campus collections can show 
them that timely and convenient access to quality information sources 
exists right on campus, or in their ANGEL courses or on their PDA’s 
and laptops – wherever and however they choose to experience “the 
library.”  What’s more, knowledgeable, friendly and just-in-time”  
personal assistance is available to guide them through their research 
projects and class assignments.  SPC librarians are now “embedding” 
in ANGEL courses as well as offering in-person, email and live online 
chat assistance. 

Inside this issue, Clearwater librarian Paula Bagwell 
writes about the importance of information literacy.  
Due to vast and continuing changes in information 
retrieval and availability, mastering information  
literacy skills is a complex and multifaceted task.  
Acquiring these skills represents “a shift from  
behavioral training to the promotion of cognitive  
development via active learning.  Information  
literacy (IL) emphasizes critical thinking; thus its 
attainment requires considerable more ambitious 
instructional engagement than in the past.  Many 
argue that IL represents an implied curriculum at 
the heart of higher learning that weaves across the 
academic curriculum and invests the library much 
deeper into curricular activity.”1  Faculty and  
librarians working together can achieve this critical 
pedagogical shift and develop in our students those 
key “habits of the mind” that will ultimately ensure 
their success in our information society.

What is information literacy and why is it important?  
Information literacy is defined as  “the ability to know 
when there is a need for information, to be able to 
identify, locate, evaluate, and effectively use that  
information for the issue or problem at 
hand” (National Forum on Information Literacy). 
 
So why is this important for students?  Knowing how 
to identify, locate, and evaluate information will help 
them immensely in their coursework and in the  
workplace.  Many students feel that since they know 
how to use the Internet, they have no use for  
information literacy skills.  However, in the age of 
“technostress” brought on by an overload of  
information, these skills are more important now 
more than ever.   
 
Take a simple Google search for instance.  If you 
search for “cat,” you’ll pull up more than 486,000,000 
sites.  And this could be anything from the Caterpillar 
Corporation to the Center for Art in Translation, to 
sites selling cat toys and furniture.  Let’s pretend 
what you wanted to find was actually the history of 
cats in art.  You could instead search for words like 
“ancient feline art” to pull up web sites that would 
closely match your research topic.  However, it does-
n’t stop there.

It is important to judge the relevancy, authority, and content of 
the web site.  Ask yourself questions about the information you 
have found.  Who wrote it?  What is his/her qualifications and 
background?  Is this web site a personal site or is it backed by 
an educational institution or organization?  Does the  
information seem to be factually correct?  Would this  
information be relevant to my topic? 
 
 
When students come to the Library during a class visit and  
receive instruction on accessing the online databases and 
internet sites, they are gaining information literacy skills.  Our 
Online Library works a lot like a Google search, but with much 
more quality results (and no advertisements or annoying  
pop-ups!)  Still feel intimidated to search the Online Library and 
databases?  Ask your librarian for assistance.  Once you use it 
a few times it will become second nature.

Wake Up : A Life of the Buddha 
by Jack Kerouac ; introduction by Robert A. F. Thurman 
New York : Viking, 2008.

"In the mid-1950s Jack Kerouac, a lifelong Catholic, became fascinated with Buddhism, an interest 
that had a profound impact on his ideas of spirituality and later found expression in such books as 
Mexico City Blues and The Dharma Bums. Originally written in 1955 and now published for the first 
time in book form, Wake Up is Kerouac's retelling of the life of Prince Siddartha Gotama, who as a 
young man abandoned his wealthy family and comfortable home for a lifelong search for  
Enlightenment. Distilled from a wide variety of canonical scriptures, Wake Up serves as both a 
penetrating account of the Buddha's life and a concise primer on the principal teachings of 
Buddhism. This edition includes an insightful introduction by Buddhist scholar Robert Thurman that 
addresses Kerouac's engagement with Buddhism in his work and his life."--BOOK JACKET. 

In the bestselling memoir Funny in Farsi, Firoozeh Dumas recounted her adventures growing up  
Iranian American in Southern California. Now she again mines her rich Persian heritage in Laughing 
Without an Accent, sharing stories both tender and humorous on being a citizen of the world, on her 
well-meaning family, and on amusing cultural conundrums, all told with insights into the universality 
of the human condition. (Hint: It may have to do with brushing and flossing daily.) With dry wit and a 
bold spirit, Dumas puts her own unique mark on the themes of family, community, and tradition. She 
braves the uncommon palate of her French-born husband and learns the nuances of having her 
book translated for Persian audiences (the censors edit out all references to ham). And along the 
way, she reconciles her beloved Iranian customs with her Western ideals. Explaining crossover  
cultural food fare, Dumas says, “The weirdest American culinary marriage is yams with melted 
marshmallows. I don’t know who thought of this Thanksgiving tradition, but I’m guessing a  
hyperactive, toothless three-year-old.” On Iranian wedding anniversaries: “It just initially seemed odd 
to celebrate the day that ‘our families decided we should marry even though I had never met you, 
and frankly, it’s not working out so well.’” On trying to fit in with her American peers: “At the time, my  
father drove a Buick LeSabre, a fancy French word meaning ‘OPEC thanks you.’” Dumas also  
documents her first year as a new mother, the familial chaos that ensues after she removes the  
television set from the house, the experience of taking fifty-one family members on a birthday cruise 
to Alaska, and a road trip to Iowa with an American once held hostage in Iran. Droll, moving, and 
relevant, Laughing Without an Accent shows how our differences can unite us–and provides indelible 
proof that Firoozeh Dumas is a humorist of the highest order. 

Jones, an author and influencer in the technical community, maintains that the Web as merely a 
means of retrieving and displaying information is history, and that the new Web, Web 2.0, is  
user-controlled and community-driven. To gain insight into the future of the Web, he interviews 20 
experts from large corporations such as Adobe, Sun Microsystems, Microsoft, and eBay, and from 
innovative companies that are not yet as well-known but soon will be. Those interviewed include 
bloggers, social networking developers, corporate communicators, and online strategists who are 
shaping the future of the Web. Accessible to general readers, the book will be of special interest to 
marketers, application developers, and communicators of all stripes. b&w screenshots are included.

A Feel Good Guide to Staying Fat, Loud, Lazy and Stupid

A hilarious blast of scathing irreverence from the award-winning actor and comedian. “A pissed off 
Leary is the best Leary,” says one critic of the writer and comic. In Why We Suck, Dr. Denis Leary 
uses his common sense, and his biting and hilarious take on the world, to attack the politically  
correct, the hypocritical, the obese, the thin--basically everyone who takes themselves too  
seriously.

American Lightning: 
Terror, Mystery, Movie-Making, and the Crime of the Century

It was an explosion that reverberated across the country—and into the very heart of  
early-twentieth-century America. On the morning of October 1, 1910, the walls of the Los  
Angeles Times Building buckled as a thunderous detonation sent men, machinery, and mortar 
rocketing into the night air. When at last the wreckage had been sifted and the hospital triage 
units consulted, twenty-one people were declared dead and dozens more injured. But as it 
turned out, this was just a prelude to the devastation that was to come. In American Lightning, 
acclaimed author Howard Blum masterfully evokes the incredible circumstances that led to the 
original “crime of the century”—and an aftermath more dramatic than even the crime itself. With 
smoke still wafting up from the charred ruins, the city’s mayor reacts with undisguised  
excitement when he learns of the arrival, only that morning, of America’s greatest detective, 
William J. Burns, a former Secret Service man who has been likened to Sherlock Holmes. 
Surely Burns, already world famous for cracking unsolvable crimes and for his elaborate  
disguises, can run the perpetrators to ground. Through the work of many months, snowbound 
stakeouts, and brilliant forensic sleuthing, the great investigator finally identifies the men he 
believes are responsible for so much destruction. Stunningly, Burns accuses the men—labor 
activists with an apparent grudge against the Los Angeles Time's fiercely anti-union owner—of 
not just one heinous deed but of being part of a terror wave involving hundreds of bombings. 

Save the Males : Why Men Matter Why Women Should Care

Tell a woman we need to save the males and she’ll give you the name of her shrink. But 
cultural provocateur Kathleen Parker, who was raised by her father and who mothered a 
pack of boys, makes a humorous case for rescuing the allegedly stronger sex from trends 
that portend man’s cultural demise. Save the Males is a shrewd, amusing, and  
sure-to-be-controversial look at how men, maleness, and fatherhood have been under 
siege in American culture for decades. Kathleen Parker argues that the feminist movement 
veered off course from it’s original aim of helping women achieve equality and ended up 
making enemies of men. With piercing wit, this nationally syndicated columnist shows us 
how the pendulum has swung from the reasonable middle to a place where men have 
been ridiculed in the public square and the importance of fatherhood has been diminished 
– all to the detriment of women, who ultimately suffer most.
