Unaccustomed Earth is rich
with Jhumpa Lahiri’s signature gifts: exquisite prose, emotional wisdom, and subtle
renderings of the most intricate workings of the heart and mind. It is a masterful,
dazzling work of a writer at the peak of her powers.
