Strategies from the Health Sciences Group

1. Commit to teaching critical thinking throughout the entire course, rather than as a part or a module of a course.
2. Use case studies as different levels, including “what if” statements, and causitry to maximize their effectiveness
3. Encouraging in class discussions that tie theoretical course concepts to real word issues
4. Use assignments that require a student to “think backwards”.  For example, instead of asking what disease certain test results indicate, ask what a person with that disease test results would show.
5. Ask students to write an essay taking an opinion on an issue. Then ask them to write a paper defending the opposing view. 
6. Using the wheel as a visual aid in an online course to help learners understand the critical thinking process
7. Use the “action” function in ANGEL discussions
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
