	Program Update - 

Marketing Plan
	LaNona Robinson reviewed the CE Health Spring conferences including topics, sponsors, dates and locations as well as estimated attendance and anticipated challenges. Spring PRO ED brochures were distributed to attendees to disseminate to their colleagues. Members not in attendance will receive brochures by mail. The Board was thanked for all the assistance they provide in marketing the SPC/CE Health programs.

The summer scheduled programs: Orthotic Fitters and Hurricanes and Healthcare were also reviewed. The Online Orthotic Fitters class is awaiting site development in order to move forward.

The Florida Assisted Living Affiliation (FALA) has ended its contract with SPC to hold ground ALF CORE Training. However we anticipate working together to develop online ALF CORE Classes.

SPC/CE Health is currently exploring new opportunities for ground ALF Core Training and will meet with new trainers next week. It is anticipated that CE Health will begin offering CORE Training again during the Spring Session 2009. CE Health is also working to develop and implement the Online ECC Courses. An instructor has been identified.

OnlineCE / DOH courses are ongoing. Bank of America has offered to sponsor a C N A conference in May or June. They will provide approximately $2200 for the course as they believe this is a needy health care population that cannot afford training. SPC/CE Health will wait until the funds are received to develop and promote the course.
Program development has begun for fall conferences.

Neuroscience partnership has been confirmed and the location booked at Harborview.  BayCare does not wish to conduct an Orthopaedic Symposium this year so CE Health is exploring a program with All Children’s Hospital on Pediatric Orthopaedics. Board members were asked to e-mail any topics suggestions and marketing recommendations.

CE Health is concerned about the economy and the impact on conferences. As a result, budgets were tightened as much as possible to decrease conference registration fees wherever possible.  The Board indicated this was a positive response to the economy.

The cost of meeting locations continues to be a challenge when the size of a program requires an offsite location. The continuation of  exhibitor participation is also a concern.
