	Program Update - 

Marketing Plan
	LaNona Robinson reviewed the status of ALF classes. ALF Attendance is up in the Tampa Bay area. ECC has been successful when held at the end of ALF classes.  With the assistance of Advisory Board Member Kathy Varga, we are trying to get state approval to take the ECC class Online.  ALF attendance is down slightly outside of the Bay area due to fewer instructors and the state stopping their ALF education website.  

The Orthotic Fitters class continues to be successful. Flyers for the summer program were distributed.  Students come from as far away as Lebanon to attend this class.  Work is underway to provide Orthotic Fitters class online in addition to the ground class.  The online class would have 24 hours of online instruction followed by 16 hours of live lab time at SPC. 

The spring conferences such as Healing & Spirituality, Disaster Counseling, Childhood Asthma, etc, continue to maintain attendance.  The Psychiatric Update sold out and we turned away about 20 people due to lack of space. The new Menopause conference was at full capacity and will probably be repeated in the Spring of 2009.  A new technical program, Amputations was developed this session. The DOH Steps-to-a-Healthier-Pinellas funding continued this session enabling the production of Childhood Asthma, a School Nurse and Childhood Asthma and Diabetes conferences.

Coming in the Fall of 2008:  Morton Plant Mease will partner with SPC to produce a new health conference on Childhood Health.  Amputations programs will be expanded. Largo Medical will partner with SPC on a Stroke conference. Lymphedema, Medicaid Benefits and Street Drugs programs will continue.  With the assistance of 
DOH Steps-to-a-Healthier-Pinellas Funding, plans are underway to produce a Childhood Diabetes conference and Childhood Diabetes for school nurses class. These programs are in addition to the fall ALF classes, Orthotic Fitters, Wound Care, Orthopaedic Symposium and Neuroscience conferences.   

The biggest challenge we face is lack of space. We have to go off SPC sites for Neuroscience and Hurricanes and Healthcare conferences. This increases costs significantly and decreases revenue.  Committee members provided recommendations for new sites. LaNona to review sites.

Suggestions were made to contact Lighthouse for the Blind for a possible partnership for a conference, and to research possible conferences on Autism, and Obesity.  LaNona to research and report back at next meeting.
