	Prior Meeting Minutes
	Phyllis Cloman asked all in attendance if they had received and reviewed the minutes from the 5/13/08 meeting. 
	Minutes were accepted and approved for the 5/13/08 meeting.

	Provost Update/Recommendations
	Dr. Nicotera thanked the committee for all their hard work on behalf of SPC. He provided a brief background introduction, stated the Health campus was well run and that economic changes may be coming in the next year. The college is sound financially; the 6-million dollar deficit can be dealt with by the college. He called for alternative needs and methods to adapt to changing customer/student base. His office has an “open door” policy and stop by anytime.
	Dr. Nicotera will be invited to attend future meetings.

	Committee Survey
	Amy Brush reviewed results from the Advisory Committee Annual Survey with everyone. There was high praise for CE staff. The online manual and online “preceptor” or “mentor” online is under review. There will be a re-review of the mentorship for new members.
	Copies of the survey results were provided to all in attendance and will be mailed to those committee members who were not present.

	Program Update - 

Marketing Plan
	LaNona Robinson reviewed the status of classes and conferences. 
Where we are:
Conference registrations such as Geropsych and Orthopedics are holding steady and ALF Attendance is steady. Courses such as Gait and Medicaid are also holding up well. Our Obesity Conference only had about 50 health care professionals attend. Our partners were pleased; however we had anticipated a larger audience. The partnership with HCA for the Stroke Conference was very successful with good attendance and evaluations. We anticipate more programs with HCA.

The Orthotic Fitters Courses continue to grow. FAOP has joined us in promoting this program.  Students come to this class from around the country and sometimes from overseas.  This class is also being developed online. The Course is currently 70% complete and we are waiting for site development.

The Department of Health Steps Program has partnered with SPC to produce several chronic Disease Conferences: such as Obesity, Asthma and Childhood Diabetes and school nurse programs.  This partnership has enabled CE Health to offer the programs at a reduced rate. An outgrowth of the Childhood Asthma Course was $2000 in funding to produce an Asthma Triggers Course online.  The DOH STEPS grant is ending and we anticipate changes in this partnership.  

The CNA Conference was cancelled. Anecdotal evidence points to the economy as these are the lowest paid of health care workers. CE Health will look for sponsors for the future so we can provide this course at a reduced rate.

Future: 

Our partners are working with us to plan Spring 2009 programs. Healing & Spirituality, Psych Update, Childhood Obesity, Anti-Aging Healthcare w/Morton Plant, School Nursing – Teen Program, Pediatric Orthopedics are a few of our upcoming Spring conferences planned.
An outgrowth of the Obesity conference will be a Childhood Obesity Conference with ACH and DOH.  MPM is reviewing an Autism class with SPC.

Meeting Locations 
As a follow up to last meeting, LaNona provided an overview of available meeting location and costs. The committee members received a spreadsheet showing pricing, location, room size, parking, pros, cons, etc.

Challenges:

We are concerned about Spring 2009 registrations and funding from partners and exhibitors due to the economic downturn. We have already seen exhibit funding decrease at our established programs.  Additional concerns that may impact programs are changes in laws for healthcare promotions, retirements of opinion leaders in the healthcare community that are spokespersons for SPC, plus staff and budget cuts with partners. The DOH STEPS Program is ending which will cut our funding for chronic disease conferences.
To Do:
Obesity conference was a success, and Autism class is being considered. LaNona reviewed meeting location possibilities and provided the committee members with a spreadsheet showing pricing, location, sizes etc.

	New Business
	CE Health awarded student Nicole Hamel, Physical Therapist, with the “CE Star Student” award certificate, trophy and a complimentary certificate to attend the “Healing & Spirituality” conference as a guest in the Spring of 2009. Nicole was selected based on a 5-year review of all SPC students who had enrolled in ANY CE course. She attended 15 CE classes over the last 5 years making her the number one, outstanding supporter of Continuing Education at SPC. Congratulations to Ms. Hamel. Ms. Hamel was asked to come to the next Committee meeting as a guest.

Brochure Format:
LaNona presented on the desire by SPC IA to change the format of the CE Health PRO ED BROCHURE which is the main promotion piece for CE Health. IA recommended 2 formats: 
(1) A booklet format is utilized.  
Members received copies of the new recommended format and were provided with statistics regarding our current format pricing/mailing costs and a comparison to this new format for review. The new brochure would cost $8800 to produce compared to the current $3045  The new brochure would take 2 weeks to print compared to 2-5 day for the current brochure

(2) The other  recommendation was reviewed  to send out a mailing with just the names of  Programs and healthcare professionals would need to go online for 

Descriptions, directions and registration

Committee members outlined why they liked the current one page brochure: comments included: portability of the one page format—fits in a uniform pocket, easy for posting, gives a map, and provides all the information in one document.   Members also mentioned that the current brochure was easy for health care professionals to use in the hospital. 

A question was raised about having a post card notice with an Online only detail posting of courses and conferences. Nurses and other health care professionals are not going to use 2 steps to register, i.e. see something and then go to a website.  

 A motion was made by Helen King to keep the current brochure format for CE Health advertising. The motion was seconded by Kit Powers. All agreed that the current brochure could be “spiffed” up a bit by more color or better paper as the budget allowed.  Unanimous vote to keep brochure format for CE Health mailings.
A recommendation was made to maintain the printed brochure AND online postings. Seconded by Helen King, all in favor approved.

	 Vicky Anthony recommended that a fee of some denomination should be set for cancellations and transfers of students for 5-day courses.
Committee will review having a student representative.
