Engineering Technology Advisory Committee Minutes

Brad Jenkins welcomed the advisory members to the spring meeting and provided the update on the increase in spring semester enrollment which is up over 7% from last year.
The Technical Core courses that were offered this spring included Industrial Safety, Manufacturing Processes, Introduction to Electronics, and Quality assurance. The enrollment averaged 12 students in each course. This was the first time these courses have been offered as part of the new A.S. Degree in Engineering Technology. 
The 2007 graduates included 10 students receiving AS Degrees in Electronics, Telecommunication, Aviation Maintenance, Quality, and Manufacturing with 39 receiving  the Six Sigma Black Belt Certificates, 32 receiving the Lean Green Belt Certificates, and 13 students receiving  the Computer Aided Design and Drafting (CADD) certificates. 
The committee members received information related to the marketing materials and advertisement for the new A.S. Degree in Engineering Technology. This information is being provided by FLATE through the NSF grant and will be available this summer. 

Brad Jenkins also presented the new Medical Devices Quality Systems Certificate for advisory committee approval. The committee recommended that this new certificate be fully developed for approval by the college. There are already two courses being offered this spring and summer, in Medical Device Design and Manufacturing and Risk Management and Assessment. The committee thought that there would be a good market for this certificate 
Brad Jenkins went over the action items from the last Advisory Committee held last October with all topics completed or in the final stages of being acted upon.

The high school articulation agreement with East Lake High School now includes credit for up to 13 credits in the A.S. Degree in Engineering Technology. This agreement now provides the students with these credits through their engineering program. Brad Jenkins and Susan Burnett met with school and county officials to proceed with this articulation. Dual credit with other high schools is also moving ahead and will involve Dunedin and Osceola High Schools.
Other discussion items included the articulation of the MSSC Skills Standard to the Technical Core of the A. S. Degree. This is the first time an industry certification has been determined to include college credit courses. Jerry McCollum provided an update on the Six Sigma Black Belt certificate and the fact that 3 students passed the ASQ Black Belt Certification after completing our program.
The action items included:

1. The committee recommended that this new Medical Devices Quality Systems Certificate seek curriculum approval and that the remaining course be developed. 
2. The committee recommended a continuation of providing opportunities for the students in high schools such as in dual credit. 

3. The committee recommended that the curriculum frameworks be developed for the new CADD certificate under the A. S. Degree.


The meeting was adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
