Program Update

Lab Equipment Update

One of the department objectives in the 2007-2008 unit plan was a request to carry forward lab fees in the amount of $10,000 for the next two to five years to allow sufficient funds for purchase on expensive equipment such as ventilators in future years.
CoARC Annual Report

The Report of Current Status which is filed through a CAAHEP server has replaced the Annual Report that was more directly filed to the CoARC.  Page 7 of the report of current status was distributed and the thresholds for attrition, job placement, NBRC examinations and graduate/employer surveys were discussed.

Curriculum Update

The BAS in Health & Human Services is scheduled to begin classes in January 2008.  Michelle Maher represented our community of interest at a college meeting on 9/26/07 to offer direction regarding curriculum content.  The degree will focus on leadership and management.

Fundamentals of Respiratory Care (RET 1024) is now offered as a dual enrollment course to Pinellas County high school juniors and seniors.  SPC faculty and advisory committee members will be scheduled for talks to students and parents of students in the medical magnet programs at Palm Harbor University High School and Boca Ciega High School.  Steve Mikles is scheduled to speak at BCHS on 11/29/07.

The CoARC site visit is scheduled for February 7 and 8.  We will have an advisory committee luncheon meeting with the site visitors on the 7th.

Enrollment

Freshmen – 22 of 23 students that matriculated in August are still enrolled.  1 student dropped for personal reasons. The redesigned program Web page has very positively impacted enrollment.

Sophomores – 10 of 13 students that matriculated in August 2006 remain in the program. One student left for personal reasons and two were lost to academic attrition.
1 paramedic transitional student who matriculated in Jan. 2007 is still enrolled.
