CoARC 10 YEAR COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW 

The CoARC comprehensive 10 year review (self study and site visit) was successfully completed with seven program strengths noted by the site visit team and no Standard citations.

Curriculum Update

We have a Memorandum of Agreement pending with Gulfcoast North Area Health Education Center that will allow our students to participate in an AHEC Tobacco Training and Cessation program as part of the clinical curriculum.
Enrollment


Freshmen – 18 of 21 students who matriculated in August are still enrolled.  Two freshmen were lost to academic attrition and one left for personal reasons.


No transitional students matriculated in January.


Sophomores – 9 of 13 students that matriculated in August 2006 remain in the program. One student left for personal reasons and three were lost to academic attrition.  


1 paramedic transitional student that matriculated in Jan. 2007 remains in the program.


At this juncture 17 students have been accepted for the August class. Last year at this time we had 15 students on our list.  Strategies to bolster our numbers included:

RET 1024 as a dual enrollment class for medical magnet students in Pinellas County


Developed an agreement with Manatee Community College to offer a SPC/MCC collaborative RC program


Steve Hardt has worked with one of our Web design specialists and has completely revamped our program Web page.  He is now able to collect survey information on visitors to our page. This enables him to better track and recruit potential students for the program.

Market Data- EMPLOYER SURVEYS OF GRADUATES

Pinellas County workforce demand and wage data for the field was distributed and discussed. 

12 of 14 2007 graduates are employed in the field.

Personal Resource Surveys 

The program personnel resource assessment survey was distributed electronically this year and thus far 7 have been returned with ratings above the CoARC cut score for all resources.
