PROGRAM UPDATE
Lab Equipment Update
Dan Craddock will detail recent lab equipment purchases which were procured with lab fee monies.

These purchases were made in response to comments from students on the 2008-2009 CoARC SPRSs.

The advisory committee recommended the purchase of an LTV 900, 1000, or 1200 ventilator, a Respironics or ResMed AutoPAP device, and if capital budget allows an I Vent Transport Ventilator.

Page 8 of the CoARC Report of Current Status was distributed and the thresholds for attrition, job placement, NBRC examinations and graduate/employer surveys were discussed. 

SPC RAM 2009 

A copy of the 2008-2009 resource assessment matrix was distributed and discussed. This is now part of the annual report that must be submitted with the RCS.
ENROLLMENT

Freshmen – 23 of 23 students that matriculated in August are still enrolled.  6 students are part of the Manatee Community College cohort that was established this year.

Sophomores – 16 of 22 students that matriculated in August 2008 remain in the program.  Six were lost to academic attrition.  
One CRT transitional student enrolled last January.
PROGRAM ADMISSION CRITERIA 

A request for a board rule change for raising the minimum cumulative GPA for admission to the program from 2.0 to 2.5 has been submitted to the college administration for approval.  This change will be used for the admitting class of August 2011. The members of the advisory committee unanimously support this request.
