	1) New Academy Coordinators
	Joe Smith, part-time coordinator, now full-time coordinator, and Lauren DuPont, full-time. Lauren is currently in PRC 169 with a goal of having her eventually teach in the academy.

	2) ANGEL presentation

	Joe and Lauren presented the training curriculum in the ANGEL online learning environment which has started with PRC 169. The utilization of online learning in the academy exposes the students to the advanced technology they will see and use in their careers. All modules, schedules, and required FDLE videos have been incorporated into the “contents” page so that students can access this at their leisure.  Enhanced research capabilities and email are other features within it. Tests will given thru ANGEL in the future.
Suggestion:  a) Students be in a computer lab classroom or have laptop capabilities. b) Agency recruiters be given login access to see schedules, etc.  


	None taken, but instructors currently not ANGEL certified will go through training.

	3) EOT Academies

	Equivalency of training academies are no longer under In-service training at AC, but under the Law Enforcement and Corrections Academy office starting with the 10/16 EOT academy.  New – EOT Corrections changed from 2 weeks to 1 week training IF all proficiencies in required areas are met (4 high liability areas, 9 hrs Fla. Law). New – EOT students from academies other than SPC who did not pass state exam can access online curriculum from SPC for $106/student.

	4) Crossover Academy update
	A Corrections to LE Academy has not been held despite SPC holding an interest meeting and sending correspondence to interested parties.  There is an inherent problem with students needing to commit to a 7 month academy while employed full-time (many on 12 hr shifts), and the agencies having a 6-month schedule rotation.  A Crossover academy is scheduled for 2/9/09 but needs minimum of 20 students for it to be held.

	5) Corrections Academy update

	Two CRC academies for 2009 have been cancelled due to budget cuts at the PCSO. The one for August 2009 is still slated to be held.  Suggestion:  change time from 7:45 AM – 4:45 PM to 1:00 PM to 10:00 PM as it would help to staff the instructor base needed.

	None taken, but time change will be considered by SPC staff closer to the start of the academy.

	6) LE Academy Schedule
	4 LE academies scheduled for 2009, will probably go back to 3 for 2010.

	New curriculum is in 2 books purchased through the State compared to the 11 bound books printed up in house in the past.

	8) Equipment
	Additional radios will be purchased.  Recommendations for additional equipment include purchasing radios w/ a shoulder mike, an immediate response system for classroom use (“clicker system”), 1 or 2 ballistic/training shields, and additional flashlights for the range.

Suggestion:  a listing of all officer safety equipment as to location at AC (range, in-service, etc) to make it easier for instructors.

Note: Susan Burnett stated there are additional lab fee monies available for purchases for the program.
