	Tim Brockman moved approval of minutes as written; Sgt. Ruggiero seconded. Approved unanimously.

	Program Director Terry Byrd

	Passed around items: In-service calendar, flyers for mandatory LE Training day, ASIS conference and HR218 firearms qualification. 
Updated course information from FDLE commission approved as of 10/30/08 included.  Also mentioned new higher passing test score requirements.
Terry requested input on inclusion of mandatory or optional OC spray receipt during any upcoming now non-CMS Defensive Tactics Instructor course at SPC using revised FDLE curriculum.  

	Discussion regarding OC spray requirement optional or mandatory during DT instructor. Terry says in researching he looked at other facilities including Pat Thomas Academy that requires DT instructors be exposed both directly and indirectly to OC spray.

The board discussed and concluded that DT exposure would be mandatory only if the instructor was teaching in the academy.

Discussion concluded that OC instructors are required to be exposed.

	Corrections Training Report
	Randy Lewis reported salary incentive courses starting in Jan include Inmate manipulation, Firefighting for corrections in March.
Upcoming classes of Managing and Communicating with offenders as a Train-the trainer class in April. Discussion this week with Intoxilizer instructor for 2009 schedule
	Discussion on Pinellas County Sheriff’s Office starting fee based testing for Intoxilizer tests and each agency present whether they use the PCSO facility or run their own and need certification classes.

	Law Enforcement training report


	Rosanne Beck reported on new online mandatory training available starting Dec. 20 running through semester ending May 1, 2009. Agencies and student have access for one $30 price to one or four mandatory courses for semester. Each course has test and certificate and online availability anywhere 24/7 through college Angel software. 

Possible to offer more online training if approved.

New courses: 8hr in-service day start Jan including 4hr legal update with Holly Grissinger from State Attorney’s office offering discussion of topics and firearms qualification with David Keefe instructing and offering qualification drills for handguns and shotguns.
