Marilyn Scott, In-Service Staff Assistant, took the minutes.  A signup sheet was passed around for participants to sign.
The first order of business was introductions of committee members as some have changed.  Terry Byrd introduced the new Law Enforcement Training Coordinator, Rosanne Beck.
Timothy Brockman moved that the reading of the minutes of June 27, 2007 be waived and the minutes approved with a correction to the spelling of Christopher Centafanti’s name.  Fred Spaldi seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  

Terry Byrd gave a report on the 2008-2009 Trust Fund Budget.  The 2008-2009 Trust Fund Budget will be split among Law Enforcement, Corrections and High Liability giving each training area $62,184.30.  The reciprocal amount being held for training in other regions is $20,728.
Randy Lewis reported that he will meet with PCSO corrections trainers to determine trust funded seminars for the next year.  A new Evening Salary Incentive seminar flyer is available. The first Intoxilyzer basic course will be April 14-16, 2007.
Rosanne Beck announced that each month a “Legal Update” seminar on various topics will be held, anywhere from 4 – 8 hours.  The first three topics are “Traffic Law’, “Identity Theft”, and “Search and Seizure.”  If members have any topics they wish addressed, please advise Rosanne.  A group called High Crimes Technology is available to teach first responder and computer crime scene; it is expensive but LE hopes to trust fund a seminar.
Kellie McElroy is out at a training course; there was no High Liability report.

Donna Suereth discussed the Use of Force, scenario-based training; officers need to train twice before 6/2009.  

Mr. Byrd suggested that at the next Training Advisory Committee meeting (March 12, 2008), the committee view a demonstration of MILO, the computerized system purchased by National Terrorism Preparedness Institute as well as look at the TV station available for programming training.

Ms. Suereth advised that HR 218 is approved and waiting for the legislature to approve on March 5.  Retirees who wish the card must obtain it from an agency or from FDLE.  The rule does not give the right to carry weapons in places where that right is prohibited.
Additional FDLE rules or regulations mentioned by Ms. Suereth include:

1) The rule requiring high liability proficiency for instructor renewal is being removed;

2) When the new curriculum is introduced 4/1/08, instructors no longer have to be CMS-certified to teach;

3) Persons can no longer state “mental objections” for not being exposed to OC;

4) The 81A High Liability form will no longer be required; in April high liability will be included in a new Form 81.
