	Barbara Baugher                      moved approval of minutes as written; Tim Pupke
seconded. Approved unanimously.

	Chairperson

	Barbara Baugher welcomed all to first meeting of new year.
Discussed next meeting date in June and October meeting plans with Dr. Kuttler at volunteer luncheon/dinner.

Barbara expressed concern on length and duties of chairperson status. Terry expressed that position would be for one year length.
Barbara discussed issues regarding how to continue to serve with her other present job responsibilities for longer than the current year.   She said that she would serve as chairperson through the June meeting.

	Susan Burnett to meet and discuss with Mr. Vittetoe current committee members wishes to continue to attend October meetings in current format to listen to college president speak and meet other volunteers on other committees members through out college. Will report back at June meeting.


	Inservice Report

Program Director Terry Byrd

 
	 Passed around items: In-service calendar, flyers for mandatory LE Training day, online classes, IPTM.
Report on soon to be received wish list items; 15 student Sim suits and two instructor suits; two assault rifles to facilitate reality based training.
Marilyn Scott update given without a lot of new information as to when she will be able to return to in-service.

Terry reviewed fee increases in relation to program expenses, and firearms costs. Our last fee increases were in 2002 yet our firearms fees have doubled since last increase. Our fees now still are less than private ranges.  Terry states fees were necessary in order for program to remain viable.

Terry handed out FDLE instructions on how to serve on curriculum review committee.  He suggested all look at FDLE’s Central Desktop for Advanced/Specialized course curriculum where FDLE is seeking input and for persons to serve on rewrite committees by contactin FDLE.  

Terry stated that JC Brock now serves on FDLE commission.
CJ In-service is now developing an online Elderly Abuse course that CJSTC has made mandatory for officers to complete not later than June 30, 2011.  Online courses are being developed by In-service staff to facilitate inexpensive courses to help agencies with training.

FDLE is in discussion regarding developing fitness standards based on academy standards.
Inservice will also soon offer computer based driver simulation training titled EVOC 101-Emergency Vehicle Operation. Courses developed by Applied Simulation Technology and online training can be accessed in 5-20 minute segments that contain demonstrations using graphics and illustrations for emergency response.

	Terry also stated that we have capacity and will soon be developing simunition computer courses after having instructor’s certified through training.
Tim Pupke states that the problem of the fee increase is not necessarily the price itself but more the timing in relation to agencies current restraints in the year.

Sgt. Groff stated that PCSO uses same academy standards for hiring.

	Corrections Training Report
 
	 Randy Lewis reports that in-service has scheduled four salary incentive courses: Discipline and special confinement; Crisis intervention; Hostage Negations; Emergency Preparations for Corrections.
Randy mentioned new dates for Intoxilizer training in September.

New Breath test operator and renewal courses also scheduled.

	 Randy requested a meeting after advisory meeting to set classes to meet agency needs.

Randy also stated that some training could be done at the agencies facilities and asked if anyone interested would contact him. Advanced, Instructor and certification training must be held at SPC facility.

	High Liability Training
	Randy answered questions as to the amount of trust-fund monies available for training and stated that budget restraints for next fiscal year starting in July could bring funding even lower and asked agencies to request classes for us to be able to provide training.
New passing test grades from FDLE starting after June for all classes require test score of 80 for passing and 85 for instructor testing. FDLE allows  no exam retakes for instructor classes, student must retake course.

	Terry asked agencies to screen students and limit to students they see able to complete test requirements. Terry also states that a form letter will be sent back to agencies to inform of student’s failure.

	Law Enforcement training report

 
	Rosanne Beck reported on new online courses registration has begun in mandatory classes and ethics. Upcoming elderly abuse which will be mandatory in 2011, crime scene and other online classes are being developed.
Rosanne reported on several recent classes:
Advanced Human Trafficking given by former NY detective with law portion taught by an attorney from Stetson received good evaluations and provided new information. Next class date expected in August. Class to be trust funded and is salary incentive.
February mandatory trust funded update and firearms qualification were held and expected to be continued until June alternating firearms and driving training. March 27 and April 24 will be driver qualifications.

Upcoming classes:

Milo conference train-the-trainer training May 5-7 update to FATS and can design videos. Will be a fee-paying course.

Hate Crimes and Far Right Domestic Extremism for sworn LE, covering Hate crimes across the country and crime in Tampa Bay area. Instructor is a FLETC and DOJ instructor. trust-funded. Aug 26.

Undercover Officer, what is really needed to perform. Fee paying. Sept 15.
Radar Operator, Stress Mgmt and Basic Hostage are also scheduled.
