Sgt. Reynolds asked the status of the outdoor range which the Pinellas Co. Sheriff has taken over.
Sgt. Pupke stated that the sheriff has advertised for a design professional to build/update the range.  It would be built in phases, with the first phase being 25-yard rifle range, 40 stations, a shoothouse and classroom.
Sgt. Reynolds also asked if there was interest in bringing a “wound ballistic workshop” to the range.
