Eunice Vazquez, after many years working for In-Service, has been promoted and transferred to another college department.  Marilyn, Mary Weingart and Oscar Diaz will handle the high liability classes.
Inservice is offering computer based driver simulation training titled EVOC 101-Emergency Vehicle Operation. Courses developed by Applied Simulation Technology and online training can be accessed in 5-20 minute segments that contain demonstrations using graphics and illustrations for emergency response.
Also On-line liability courses and 2-hour CJSTC Instructor continuing education are offered.

Terry announced that a one-day seminar on sudden infant death will be presented on September 4, 2009.

Any item to be purchased over $1000 will need to be approved by the Training Advisory Committee.  Terry also passed around information on donations available to Explorer groups and $1000 scholarships from the Tampa Bay Chiefs Association.

Clearwater is planning to open their firearms range to other agencies. Terry Byrd asked Sgt. Felici if SEPSI could partner with Clearwater PD for outdoor range training and relocate targeting equipment up there.  He could not give an answer.

Keith Reynolds, Treasure Island, thanked the college for the online training. He wishes that there would be “one button” for printing out the curriculum.  Also he initiated discussion among committee members regarding a “List Service” where agencies could list and find various training curricula.
