	Greetings
	- George Carbart (GC) called the meeting to order at 3:30pm and welcomed everyone.
	- Introduction completed.


	Review SSS New Program Brochures
	- GC reviewed the new SSS brochure and noted the new addition of the SSS Career Tours that were previously suggested by the SSS Advisory Board.
- GC asked the board to email him with any further suggestions for businesses to include in the SSS Career Tours.
	- Advisory Board members email Career Tour suggestions to GC.

	Review SPC Corporate Training brochure
	- GC handed out the Corporate Training brochure and informed the board that additional educational training is available through Corporate Training.
- Amy Brush (AB) informed the board that many of the classes are offered online so you do not have to go into a classroom to benefit.

- Roland Martens (RM) stated that adjunct employees are not eligible for free Corporate Training courses.
	None needed.

	SSS “Annual Performance Report” (APR)
	- GC informed the board that the SSS APR is due on November 30, 2009.

- The APR is submitted to the Department of Education (DOE) and the main focus is retention, graduation, and transferring of students.

- The APR tracks student progress for the reporting year and SSS is in the 5th year of a five-year grant.  GC is currently writing the grant for the next period.
	None needed.

	New Grant Writing Competition (rescheduled for last Fall 2009)
	- GC informed the Board that the new grant writing submission is due to the DOE on December 14, 2009.  We will receive notice @ April 2010.
- The grant follows a specific format and the writers must make sure to follow the protocol to make sure that the DOE will look at and approve the new grant.  SPC/SSS is on the two-year reporting side.
- Currently, a grant is being written for our TS and SE campuses following the current grant writing at SPG and CL campuses.

	Summer of Success (SOS) Program Final Report (Summer 2008-3)
	- GC reviewed the SOS report.  There was a goal of 70 students for the program and we had an actual number of 69 students with 65 completing the program.
- GC focused on the fact that 97% of our students (63) actually registered for classes for the Fall 2009 session.

- One ultimate goal is to get the SOS students into the SSS program.
- RM asked if the male students are being served through the Male Outreach Initiative (MOI) program.  GC stated that yes, some of them are but MOI is a separate program from SSS.
	None needed.

	SSS “End-of-Session” (EOS) Report (Summer 2008-3)
	- GC reviewed the EOS report, which dictates student statistics, such as credits attempted, earned, completed, overall 2.0 grade point average (GPA), enrolled/completed SLS 1101 class, overall completion, attendance at cultural events, attended tutoring, received special awards, and graduates.
- This report depicts how students are progressing within the semester.
	None needed.

	SSS Career Mentoring Initiative (CMI) Final Report (2008-09)
	- GC discussed the CMI program which is currently only on the Clearwater campus.

- Students were handpicked for the CMI program and paired with a mentor in the field of business they are interested in.
- Liana Charles (LC) is a CMI program student and reported on her experience within the program.  She was mentored by Cyndi Edwards of the Channel 8 Daytime Show.  She had a great experience and would recommend the CMI program to other students.
- GC asked the board if they or someone they knew would be interested in mentoring in the CMI program in the areas of business and social work.  AB suggested the Juvenile Welfare Board (JWB).
	- Advisory Board to email GC with information regarding mentors in the areas of business and social work.

	Questions/Answers/Open Items
	College Placement Test (CPT)
- SPC is looking at charging for re-takes of the CPT.  The first test is free to the student but may be $15 for re-rakes, per test or any portion thereof.

- This is slated to begin in the Spring of 2010.

Standards of Academic Progress (SAP) Appeals

- Antonio Seay (AS) discussed SAP, which is based on completion ratio, GPA, and maximum timeframe.

- AS stated the biggest challenge this year was the change in the SAP policy.

- It takes an average of four-six (4-6) weeks to process SAP appeals and asked to please encourage the students to stay on task.

- AS biggest suggestion to students is to sign up for classes that you can complete, not classes based on how much financial aid you can receive.
