	Greetings
	- George Carbart (GC) called the meeting to order at 3:30pm and welcomed everyone.
	- Introduction completed.


	Summer of Success (SOS) Update
	- GC reported that there are currently 20-25 (SP/G) and 15-20 (CL) students accepted into the SOS program for 2009.
- GC informed the Board of the SOS program details (what, when, and where).
- Roland Martens (RM) asked GC if students who received a GED were eligible.  GC stated that recent graduates were but graduates that have been out of school for years, NO.
- Amy Brush (AB) asked do SOS students receive any type of credit for [participating in the SOS program.  GC stated yes, they receive one (1) credit each for College Study Skills (SLS 1501), Career & Life Planning (SLS 1301), and Computer Literacy (CTS 1101).
	- GC to get College Placement Testing (CPT) stats to Amy Brush.  (DUE Fall 09/10)

	SSS End of Session Report 2008-1
	- GC reviewed the SSS End of Session (EOS) report.  He discussed several areas, including but not limited to which students were eligible to move on to the Spring term (#9) and who’s is currently enrolled out of those students.
- Karalia Baldwin (KB) pointed out that the number of students taking advantage of tutoring (#12).

- AB asked how many tutors are available for the SSS students on each campus.  GC informed the Board that we currently have two (2) tutors; one (1) at SP/G and one (1) at CL.  GC also stated that over 50% of students drop tutoring once no tutor is assigned to them.

- GC informed the Board that there was an update in the number of graduates and the count is currently at 25.

- KB also asked in regards to our Textbook Lending program, how are students doing in the classes in which we are providing them with textbooks.

	- GC asked the Board to update their information on the list that he passed around.

	Office of Special Programs (OSP) Brochure Review
	- GC informed the Board of all programs available under the OSP.  He also asked the Board members to review the brochure regarding the various things that we offer under OSP.

	SSS Career Series Review
	- GC discussed that the idea originated at the Advisory Board meeting at the EpiCenter.
- GC informed the Board that two (2) trips have currently taken place on the SP/G campus.  Eight (8) students attended the VA Hospital tour and seven (7) students attended the Lowry Park Zoo tour.  RM also attended the Lowry Park Zoo tour with the group.

- RM stated that students were very engaged in the Lowry Park Zoo tour and believed that a high evaluation should result from this because of great information.

- GC asked the Board to email him suggestions and contact information for any businesses they believed would be informational for the SSS students.

- The Board suggested a tour of the Pinellas County Jail.  RM stated that this type of tour may encourage students to go another route.

	SSS “Success Notes”
	- GC reviewed various areas on the “Success Notes” and informed the Board that they are welcome to attend any event that we have advertised.

	SSS Academic e-Progress Report
	- GC discussed the handout which is for the current Spring 08/09 term and informed the Board that this report is usually done the 5th or 6th week of classes.  These are sent electronically to our mentors and are updates on the students’ current academics and attendance.

- Reviews are done face-to-face or over-the-phone, depending on the student’s school and/or personal schedule.  E-Progress reports are not done during the Summer session.
- GC asked the Board about any suggestions that they may have for increasing our male student population.

	SSS Advisory Committee Surveys
	- GC stated that these are required by SPC and also handed out copies for Board members to complete.  Completed surveys were turned in to AB.
- AB also informed the Board that absent members have the options of completing the survey online or by filling out the hard copy.

- RM gave kudos on our OSP Awards Ceremony Program.
- RM asked if it was possible to get SSS programs on all other campuses (i.e. SE, TS, MT, DT).  GC discussed writing of the new grants for other sites but stated that it is currently put on hold.  SP/G and SP/CL is up for renewal and TS and SE are up for a new grant approval for the SSS program.

- Frances Cato (FC) informed Board that she is currently in charge of assisting students with help in regards to their rent, mortgage and/or utilities through the Pinellas Opportunity Council (POC).

- FC also is currently developing a new youth program this summer through POC for 14 and 15 year olds.  Program will be county-wide, is income driven, 20-30 students will be accepted, based on 2.5 or higher GPA and will receive a $500 stipend at the end of the summer.  Target date for the program is set for June 22, 2009 thru July 31, 2009.
