CIP‑1 NARRATIVE OVERVIEW – DIVISION OF COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES

COLLEGE:   St. Petersburg College                                                                       

The Community College System Strategic Plan, adopted in 1999, addressed the need to expand the Baccalaureate degree access in Florida.  One option was the limited offering of Baccalaureate degrees by Community Colleges.  The 2001 Legislature directed St. Petersburg College to begin offering such degrees in Nursing, Teacher Education and Applied Technology in August 2002.  To establish a central presence for the new programs and to also respond to the charge to serve Baccalaureate access needs in Pasco and Hernando counties, the decision was made to locate the programs at our Tarpon Springs Center.  In light of the technology focus planned for our Epicenter project, our plans are to establish the Applied Technology program at this more central location in Pinellas County.  St. Petersburg College completed an Educational Plant Survey in June 2002 that incorporates both our university and our community college needs.  A new survey is underway and will be completed in June 2007.
The requested projects in this Capital Improvement Plan support the planned enrollment growth and the academic mission and upper level degree programs established at St. Petersburg College as a result of the 2001 Legislation.  St. Petersburg College will continue operating under the objectives and policies outlined in the CIP-1 for the Division of Community Colleges also provided in this document.  St. Petersburg College is presently providing more than 127 teaching spaces (classrooms and labs) to 14 colleges and universities throughout the College at no cost to offer upper division courses.  

Priority one is for equipment to complete the remodel of approximately 46,187 square feet of the Olympia Building (formerly known as the Annex) at the Tarpon Springs Campus.
Priority two is for planning, construction and equipment to construct a 26,200 square foot facility that will house St. Petersburg College’s four-year bachelor’s degree program in Orthotics and Prosthetics.  

Priority three is for planning, construction and equipment to remodel a portion of the 79,100 square foot Annex 3 (Homeland Security) Building at EpiCenter – purchased in 2005.  This project will remodel approximately 12,800 square feet for four year programs in business and banking.
