The Honors College Policies, Rules and Procedures

To be accepted into the Honors College, all students must apply by completing an HC Student Application. Entering freshman students must do this in addition to completing a St. Petersburg College application. Freshman applicants must also submit and essay on the special topic and a copy of their high school transcripts or GED scores. Current SPC or transfer students must submit a sample of their best non-fiction writing (research paper or essay) and letters of recommendation. The Honors Council members review the application, essay and score each student application based on a developed points system. The student must gain at least 150 point on a scale of 600. After the final review the student receives an acceptance letter, a letter stating pending status, or a letter of encouragement to reapply.

Many special services and benefits for honors students are defined and provided including the early registration and honors advisement. Early registration dates for HC students are in the College catalog and each student has been assigned a personal mentor and campus advisor.  Group of advisory committees has been formed.
Honors Contracts 
Once a student is accepted into the Honors College, he/she must sign an Honors College contract that clearly defines all academic responsibilities such as:

· the number of required honors courses per semester
· good academic standing
· participation in the Honors Cornerstone Seminar
· Service-Learning requirements
· regular meetings with their mentor
· portfolio update
· communication via email and Angel

The Honors College Student Contract has been approved by President’s Cabinet. Previously, freshman and current students had separate contracts with slightly different requirements (number of honors courses required each semester, etc.). These have been combined and streamlined to give all students equal requirements. 
We also have a special Honors College contract form to be used by students to earn honors credits when honors sections of courses are not available. 

The Honors College Fundraising Efforts
The Honors College Fund was established for scholarships and current needs. We have defined three major areas of need: Student, Faculty and Program.  

I. Honors College Student Fund - Honors College Scholarship, International Study Abroad Fellowships, special awards for qualified students, etc.  
II. Honors College Faculty Fund – for special honors awards such as Honors College Teacher of the Year, traveling awards to National, Regional, and State Honors Conferences, International Conference awards, Faculty workshops, traveling stipends for exchange programs with foreign institutions, etc.

III. Honors College Program Fund – Naming opportunities for the Honors College and other possible Honors College facilities (building, lounge, study room, etc.); new Honors Course Development Fund; sponsorship of seminars, symposia, lecture series and speakers, renown visiting professors, etc.  
We were able to receive several monetary and in-kind donations throughout the 2005-2006 academic year totaling $18,000 (including a Service-Learning Development Compact Grant in the amount of $15,000).  We are looking forward to working closer with the Foundation to continue and increase Honors College and Program funding. 
Honors Courses, College-wide Scheduling 
Based on our program objectives established for the 2005-2006 academic year, the Honors College is moving fast and very successfully towards meeting its mission and achieving its goals.

The Honors Council has revised fifteen (15) established honors courses and designed eleven (11) new honors courses. All of them were approved by C&I and the BOT; four (4) new courses are in the development process. Several honors courses were added to the Clearwater Campus schedule and all campuses curricula. We work very closely with the program directors, faculty, academic advisors, and PTK advisors, etc. There is a strong connection between the International Studies Program and the Honors College incorporating Honors credit into the courses offerings. Another new course, the Honors College Capstone Seminar is developed. New on-line course offerings have been approved for the first year.

Honors Enrollment  

The increase of students enrolled in Honors courses in fall 2005/2006 (355) versus the number of students enrolled in fall 2004/2005 (340) was 48%; from 198 students in fall 2004/2005 to 293 students in fall 2005/2006. The increase of students enrolled in Honors courses in (360) versus the number enrolled in spring (345) was 32%; from 184 students enrolled in spring 2004/2005 to 243 students enrolled in spring 2005/2006.  There was an increase of 20% in the number of high school graduates (entering freshman) who are academically strong attending SPC through the Honors College.
Honors College Cornerstone Seminar
The Honors College Cornerstone Seminar is a mandatory express course for Honors College students. This course is designed to orient the student to the college community and to the Honors College philosophy and provide the student with information and skills that will promote his/her success as an Honors College student. This course begins with leadership activities designed to develop team-building, problem-solving, and critical thinking skills. The course also features research strategies to assist the student with research assignments in various courses. This course presents strategies such as time management, academic responsibility, information literacy, and research opportunities within the disciplines. In addition, students have a chance to learn about service learning and to participate in service learning opportunities in the community.  In the fall of 2005, an online version of the Cornerstone Seminar was developed. Three sections of this course were scheduled for fall 2005 with an enrollment of 39 students. Two sections of this course were scheduled for spring 2006 with an enrollment of 29 students. Two sections of the Cornerstone Seminar were scheduled in fall 2006 with an enrollment of 36 students. 
Honors College Awards and Recognitions 
We are very proud to announce the success of our very first Honors College graduating class. Our 23 Honors College graduates were acknowledged by our President, Dr. Carl Kuttler, at the December 2005 and May 2006 graduation ceremonies. All of them wore a special Honors College medallion to graduation. Nine of these students received an Honors College Certificate, and ten students received Honors College Diplomas. Eight students graduated with Cum Laude Latin honors, six students graduated with Magna Cum Laude Latin honors, and seven students graduated with Summa Cum Laude Latin honors. All students who received an Honors College Diploma or Certificate maintained a high academic standing, earned the required number of honors courses, and completed the required number of service-learning hours.

Our Honors College graduates were recognized at the first-ever Honors College Graduation Gala, held on the Tarpon Springs campus in May, 2006. At the May 2006 graduation ceremonies, they were seated together in a special section and were acknowledged by President Kuttler. We also had our first-ever graduate from a four year degree program. Roxanne Joseph, a native of Antigua, graduated from the Honors College with a Bachelor’s degree in Applied Science in Technology Management. Ms. Joseph graduated with a 3.691 GPA, and completed special independent research projects and participated in Honors College events, as well as completing the required service learning hours. She will be taking her hard-earned knowledge back to Antigua, where she hopes to use it to enrich the lives of her fellow citizens. A few of our Honors College graduates who obtained their Associates’ degrees in May have decided to follow Ms. Joseph’s fine example; they will remain members of the Honors College as they work to complete their baccalaureate degrees here at SPC. 
The Honors College has also instituted two awards designed to recognize exemplary honors students at the campus level. These awards are presented at each Campus Award Ceremony. Recipients are nominated by each campus coordinator, and are approved by the Honors College Council. The two awards are:

Honors College Scholar of the Year: Awarded to one Honors College member on each campus who exhibits a strong dedication to the ideals of honors education. Nomination for this award is based on the student’s enrollment in honors courses, overall in-class performance and also on dedication and commitment to independent study and research. 

Honors College Most Dedicated Student of the Year: Awarded to one Honors College member on each campus who best exemplifies all of the ideals of the Honors College—leadership, community involvement and dedication to Honors Education. Nomination is based on GPA and honors course enrollment, participation in Honors College and St. Petersburg College events, and participation in service learning, community service and other leadership positions within the school or community. 
Honors College Initiatives

1. Honors Academic Advising System

The Honors College has established an Honors Advisory Council. Each campus has nominated an Honors Advisor to this group which meets twice a year but is in constant and interactive communication throughout the year. Coordination of honors offerings, campus promotional efforts, special student orientation and recruitment are the main duties of this group.

2. Honors Mentoring System 

The Honors College initiated the Honors Faculty Mentoring Program in the fall of 2004. The early development of relationships between students and professors outside of the classroom is critical especially during their first year at the College. 
The Honors Faculty Mentoring Program links outstanding faculty mentors with incoming first-year and second-year Honors College students to provide the students with an opportunity to cultivate a friendship with an Honors faculty member who will encourage their academic and personal interests and to foster positive, productive relationships between Honors College students and Honors College faculty.  Students and faculty mentors are paired at the beginning of the student’s first year based on shared academic interests. 

The student’s formal mentor may not be the student’s only mentor; in fact, we hope that students will use their experience in the Honors Faculty Mentoring Program to guide them in forming relationships with other faculty members on campus who will encourage and support them. Nevertheless, the Honors Faculty Mentoring Pro​gram ensures that the Honors College students will begin their experience at SPC with special attention. 

Outstanding SPC faculty are nominated by the Honors College Coordinators at each site to serve as Honors College Faculty Men​tors.  
The Honors College Council will discuss the progress of the mentoring relation​ship and requests that participants complete a confidential, year-end evaluation of the program. 

3. Honors College Service-Learning Requirement  
Honors students must document their service learning activities starting with a proposal of their service learning project which needs to be from the approved 211 Tampa Bay Cares list, a pre-approved campus placement, or a personally developed project which has been approved by our Honors College Service-Learning Coordinator. Students complete and keep updated several forms specifically designed for these purposes:  description form of the social problem with a precise identification of needs or concerns which deem relevant to the issue and specification on how they will be involved in the experience; the SPC Release of Liability, Assumption of Risk and Indemnity Form; Record of Service Learning Hours Time Log Form, Journal of Service Learning experiences, and the SPC Service Learning Reflection Form. Students are required to perform 60 hours of service learning during their 4 semesters in order to apply for an Honors College Diploma or Certificate. 
Students have responded with enthusiasm to the challenge to personally develop their own service learning projects. Often they choose to work in collusion with SPC faculty and administrators in developing new projects or in bringing their own unique skills and knowledge to bear in meeting an unmet need of an existing service organization. Some of students’ favorite service learning projects include:

· Forming and sponsoring a Relay for Life team

· Working with Bay Area Habitat for Humanity

· Fundraising and planning for the Silverberg International Film Festival

· Designing graphics for the Citizen’s Alliance for Progress Center

· Surveying local volunteer agencies to help them analyze agency/volunteer interaction
4. Honors Monitoring System

The Honors College Students Monitoring Program was written in an Access program, and is being developed as a team effort with the PeopleSoft team and is used for reporting and promotional purposes.  
Recruiting New Honors Students for Fall 2006 
We are proud to report the successful completion of our marketing efforts in the 2006-2007 academic year. 
The Honors College Website is in a third year of high traffic and high visibility. Interested students often use the Web-based comments form to ask questions about the Honors College and how to apply. We have been able to identify a targeted student population of both graduating high school seniors and current SPC students. We have communicated with them through several promotional efforts such as:

This website is linked to from the SPC homepage, and is designed to provide information for current Honors College members as well as students who are curious about the Honors College. The Honors Commons in Angel still serves as our main communication tool for HC members. Students communicate regularly via the Commons discussion boards and email. There are many valuable resources for our members on the Honors Commons, including links to helpful websites, presentations from the Cornerstone Seminar, photo archives of Honors College events, announcements and updates pages, printable versions of Honors College contracts and service leaning forms, information about available service learning posts, and an electronic version of Extremedia, the Honors College student newsletter.

The first issue of the Honors College newsletter was published in spring of 2005. In the fall of 2005, after carefully considering many suggestions from members, the newsletter staff decided to name the newsletter Extremedia, paying homage to the Honors College slogan of “Extreme Education.” The newsletter keeps members informed of past and future Honors College events; shares service learning and honors classroom experiences, and focuses on student leadership and recognition. 

Special Honors Events 
Second Annual Honors College New Member Orientation and Luncheon 
The Second Annual Luncheon and Orientation Retreat took place on September 16th 2005, and was attended by over 100 Honors College members, faculty and SPC administrators. The event’s theme was global education, with a focus on Mexican culture. Dr. Thomas Furlong, Senior Vice President, Baccalaureate Programs & University Partnerships and founder of the new International Education major in the bachelor program at SPC gave the Keynote Address: “Understanding Globalization of Education and International Business.” Four Honors College members participated in a special presentation “Explore the World, Expand your Horizons, and Excel!” explaining how international travel had enriched their honors education. 

The Third Annual New Member Luncheon and Welcome is scheduled for September 22, 2006. Separate new member orientations will be held on each campus at the beginning of the fall semester. 
Silverberg International Film Festival

In May, 2005, the Silverberg Endowment for Academic Excellence Grant was awarded to Nadia Yevstigneyeva and Roxana Levin. Nadia Yevstigneyeva is the Assistant Director of the Honors College, and International Study Abroad department. Roxana Levin is a professor in the Foreign Languages Department and member of the Tarpon Springs Campus Honors College faculty.  They used this grant to develop the Silverberg International Film Festival, a six-day, college-wide event held March 20 – March 25, 2006. The festival’s mission was to develop a wider international awareness of the importance of understanding and participating in the global community and to celebrate and reflect the cultural and ethnic diversity which is manifested in world cinema. 

The festival highlighted six foreign feature films selected based on their realistic and insightful presentation of cultures and universal human issues. The week-long festival provided an in-depth interdisciplinary focus on the relevance of foreign cinema to several areas of study, including languages and cultures, world history, government and world affairs and all aspects of humanities and the arts. The evening programming that accompanied each film included panel discussions with special guests, music, and food representing cultures around the globe. Honors College faculty and students participated in each night of programming, and dozens of Honors College faculty and students were members of the planning, fundraising or logistics committees for the festival.

On Thursday, March 23, 2006, the Honors College sponsored a special Honors Interdisciplinary Seminar: “Examination of American Cinema VS. Foreign Cinema and How World Cinema Changed Our Global Perspectives Forever.” Renowned British film producer and festival guest of honor Christopher Sheppard participated alongside Honors College members and faculty, SPC students and community members examining the global contexts and relevance of his four major films. 

This event was an outstanding success. There was estimated over 2,000 attendees over all six nights of the festival, generating much positive feedback for the Honors College and St. Petersburg College, and increasing community awareness and involvement in our Honors and International Study Abroad programs. The Silverberg International Film Festival Planning Committee is currently considering proposals and films for a second year of this hugely successful event.

Upper Division Honors

St. Petersburg College Baccalaureate Programs honors options are part of the Honors College development. Dr. Tom Furlong is actively involved in the new creative initiatives of the Honors College Program. Honors Transfer Scholarships are offered for students in the lower division. Several new professional honors societies have been established. Joint marketing efforts took place during the 2005-2006 academic year. Many other honors options are in the process of review and development such as Honors College Senior Capstone, Honors Independent Study, Honors Research and Honors Thesis.   

We have also begun to accept a select number of students enrolled in other baccalaureate programs at St. Petersburg College, including the Bachelor of Science in Education, Bachelor of Science in Nursing and Bachelor of Applied Science in Paralegal Studies programs. These students maintain GPAs of 3.5 or higher, enroll in the Honors College Cornerstone and Capstone seminars, complete Honors Independent Study projects within their majors, fulfill service learning requirements and participate in Honors College events in order to meet Honors College membership requirements. 
Honors College Scholarships and Awards 
The Honors Council Scholarship Committee continued to award scholarships for the 2005-2006 year based on the amount levels, requirements and point system defined by the Scholarship Committee in 2004-2005.
The Honors College awarded a variety of highly competitive scholarships and awards that were granted to both current and incoming honors students. The Honors College awarded 124 scholarships to its members during the 2005-2006 school year, totaling $67,592.00. While the selection criteria and the amounts of these scholarships vary, they are all awarded on the basis of academic merit - academic excellence and scholarly achievements. A list of the Honors College scholarships awarded includes:
· 4 Titans Honors College Scholarships – awards $2,500.00 per year or $1,250.00 per semester
· 7 Excellence Honors College Scholarships – awards $1,250.00 per year or $625.00 per semester
· 14 Achievement Honors College Scholarships – awards $750.00 per year or $375.00 per semester
· 74 Academic SPC Honors College Scholarships – awards $500.00 per year or $250.00 per semester 
· 16 Merit Scholarships – awards up to $250.00 for one semester
· 8 International Study Abroad Scholarships – awards up to $1,000.00 for members enrolled in an SPC International Study Abroad program
This summary includes new and continuing Honors College members. Incoming freshman, current SPC students and transfer students must complete an Honors College Application and be accepted into the Honors College in order to be considered for an honors scholarship. If a student’s Honors College Application indicates his/her interest in an Honors College Scholarship it automatically is referred to the Honors College Scholarship Committee for review. Continuing Honors College scholars will automatically be considered for honors scholarships for the next semester if they meet the Honors College continuation requirements. Students who have accepted an SPC Presidential or Johnnie Ruth Clark scholarship, dual enrollment and SPC Collegiate High School students are not eligible to receive Honors College scholarship. In 2005-2006, every eligible incoming and returning Honors College member was awarded a scholarship.
Memberships and Articulation Agreements

The SPC Honors College is a member of the National (http://www.nchchonors.org ), Southern Regional (http://www.utm.edu/departments/acadpro/honors/srhc/ ), Florida State Collegiate Honors Councils and Florida/Campus Compact (service learning and civic engagement through campus – community partnership).  We have articulation agreements with UCF, USF, and other members of the National, Regional and State Honors Collegiate Councils were achieved.  
The Honors College sent one student from each campus to the National Honors Collegiate Council Annual Conference in St. Louis in October, 2005.  These students were accompanied by the Honors College Assistant Director and Seminole Campus Coordinator. 
“Liberty: Foundation for Inquiry, Innovation, and Invention” is the theme of the next Annual National Collegiate Honors Conference held in Philadelphia in November 2006. Two of our students will be presenting at this conference. Tarpon Springs student Lisa Robinson and St. Petersburg/Gibbs faculty member Dr. Karen Estes will be presenting their statistical analysis of area volunteer organizations in “Volunteerism—What Does it Look Like in Your Community?” Clearwater student Elona Rrapo will present her original research “Evolution of Religion in Albania as a Result of Outside Forces from Antiquity to the 20th Century.” 
Strategic Planning 
We are going to continue our fundraising efforts through the 2006-2007 academic year. We are going to continue the growth of the Honors Program by measuring the number of students in the Honors courses and the Honors College and also the academic achievements of those students (awards, scholarships). We are going to find and build an “Honors Corner” on each campus for students to interact, collaborate, and study. 
Conclusion 
The 2005-2006 academic year was a very successful year for The Honors College. It was the result of intensive and thoughtful efforts by our faculty, students, and professional staff. In addition to the extremely fast development of the structure and first year’s marketing campaign the number of honors students in the Honors College and the Honors Program dramatically increased. We have accomplished a lot and we are very proud.  Our present and future success can be measured by the success of St. Petersburg College’s outstanding students’ achievements.
