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A.
Course Description:

Prerequisites: NUR 1211, NUR 1211L and NUR 1142C or NUR 1001/1001C. Corequisite: NUR 2462L. This course presents concepts and principles related to the nursing care of childrearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex alterations in the functional dimensions of health. Focus is on the continued development of the roles of the nurse through the assimilation and application of theoretical concepts and use of nursing process in the care of child-rearing families and adult clients. Emphasis is on actual and potential threats to homeodynamics. 47 contact hours.

Major Learning Outcomes:

1.
The student will acquire knowledge of holistic nursing care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics, with particular emphasis on planning and implementing complex nursing therapies and evaluating the outcome.

2. The student will demonstrate critical thinking skills through the use of the nursing process, with particular emphasis on planning, implementing, and evaluating the outcome of complex nursing therapies, in caring for child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

3.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of the roles and responsibilities of the registered nurse in managing the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

4.
The student will acquire increased knowledge of the principles of the nurse-client relationships and therapeutic communications utilized in providing care to child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

5.
The student will acquire knowledge of the collaborative relationships necessary to function effectively as a registered nurse when providing nursing care to child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.
6.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of the principles of nursing therapy requisite to meet the needs of the child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics in each of the functional dimensions of health.
7.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of ethical/legal issues and accountability as it relates to the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

The student will demonstrate continued development of knowledge of the role of the registered nurse as member of the discipline of nursing as it relates to the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics. 
C.
Course Objectives Stated in Performance Terms:

1.
The student will acquire knowledge of holistic nursing care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics, with particular emphasis on planning and implementing complex nursing therapies and evaluating the outcome by:
a. distinguishing essential elements of holistic client/family assessment.

b. comparing assessment findings with established norms including physiological developmental norms that reflect health status in each of the functional dimensions.

c. determining the scope of the client’s wellness potential.

d. describing the impact of complex threats to homeodynamics on the functional dimensions of health.

e. analyzing how the client’s holistic responses affect the functional dimensions of health when impacted by complex threats to homeodynamics.

2.
The student will demonstrate critical thinking skills through the use of the nursing process, with particular emphasis on planning, implementing, and evaluating the outcome of complex nursing therapies, in caring for child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:
a. assessing the client/family’s human responses within the four domains of the holistic person.

b. analyzing the assessment data to select and prioritize appropriate nursing diagnoses in order of importance within the four domains of the holistic person.

c. demonstrating collaboration with the client in determining plan of care to include measurable short and long-term goals/outcomes.

d. developing a written plan for the provision of holistic care for clients experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics and evaluating the outcome of that care.

e. comparing and contrasting alternative nursing therapies in collaboration with the client to determine priorities for implementation.

f. providing the scientific rationales supporting nursing therapies selected in collaboration with the client.

g. relating the standards of nursing practice to the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

3.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of the roles and responsibilities of the registered nurse in managing the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:

a. describing the appropriate nursing behaviors as a provider and manager of care.

b. describing the critical thinking as an integral part of the roles of manager and provider of care.

c. evaluating the effective nursing practices in the role of manager of client care.

4.
The student will acquire increased knowledge of the principles of the nurse-client relationships and therapeutic communications utilized in providing care to child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:

a. describing situations that enhance or interfere with the establishment of trust, caring, and empathy with clients of varying ages.


b.
comparing and contrasting age appropriate methods/techniques utilized in a therapeutic relationship.

5.
The student will acquire knowledge of the collaborative relationships necessary to function effectively as a registered nurse when providing nursing care to child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:

a. describing the techniques of establishing collaborative relationships within the health care team.

b. describing collaborative resources within the health care system including nurse practitioners, other technical and professional providers of health care, and community agencies.

c. analyzing situations to determine the most effective collaborative care model.

6.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of the principles of nursing therapy requisite to meet the needs of the child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics in each of the functional dimensions of health by:

a. selecting appropriate nursing therapies based upon adult client/family's database.

b. stating the scientific rationale for selected nursing therapies.


c.
specifying expected outcomes for the selected nursing therapies.

d. prioritizing selected nursing therapies for delivery in a safe and timely manner.

e. evaluating effectiveness of selected nursing therapies based on expected outcomes.

7.
The student will demonstrate knowledge of ethical/legal issues and accountability as it relates to the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:
a. applying ethical theories to identified actual ethical/legal dilemmas encountered in caring for child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

b. applying accepted legal standards appropriate to situations in providing care to child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics.

c. evaluating nursing actions in light of ethical/legal influences on practice.

8.
The student will demonstrate continued development of knowledge of the role of the registered nurse as member of the discipline of nursing as it relates to the care of child rearing families and adult clients who are experiencing complex threats to homeodynamics by:

a. comparing and contrasting historical trends and issues to current nursing practices.

b. analyzing the impact of current trends and issues impacting delivery of health care.

c. serving as client advocate in state and national issues affecting health care and delivery of health care.

d. discussing the role of client advocate and how to identify and refer clients to appropriate advocates in acute care and community settings.

e. explaining the processes by which change takes place.

f. relating competencies of the nurse as member of the discipline of nursing that are characteristic of effective practice.

D.
Criteria Performance Standard:

Upon successful completion of the course the student will, with a minimum of 80% accuracy, demonstrate mastery of each of the above stated objectives through classroom measures developed by individual course instructors.

In addition, the student must meet the criteria performance standards of NUR 2462L.
