PROCEDURE:  TESTING OF STUDENTS

The St. Petersburg College Placement Test, College-Level Academic Skills Test (CLAST), End of Program Assessment Test, Assessment of General Education Outcomes, and Placement Test for ESL students are required for those students as specified in Board of Trustees' Rule 6Hx23-4.45, Testing of Students.  All other extracurricular testings are made on referral of teachers, counselors, etc., and are administered, scored and interpreted by a testing counselor.

All test results are maintained in the student's file, are classified as confidential, and as such will not be released without the written authorization of the student or as permitted by law.

Tests are administered on four sites (St. Petersburg/Gibbs Campus, Clearwater Campus, Seminole Campus, and Tarpon Springs Campus) by testing services on designated dates which are published and made available to all students.  The St. Petersburg College Placement Test is administered by Open Campus for Dual Enrollment students.

Students who complete appropriate coursework with a 2.5 GPA in each individual area where CLAST skills are taught (Reading, Writing, Computation, and Essay skills) shall be qualified for a CLAST exemption.

C.
Students who achieve a score of 500 on the Verbal and/or Math portions of the SAT I, or a 21 score on the Enhanced ACT in Mathematics, 21 on the English and/or 22 on the Reading may be exempt from all or a portion of the CLAST.

IV.
Ability to Benefit

To qualify for admission to the College and for financial assistance, students who are not high school graduates or who do not possess the GED must demonstrate ability to benefit from college-level programs at SPC by attaining minimum scores, on all three subtests of reading, writing and arithmetic on the St. Petersburg College Placement Test, in a single administration.  Students scoring below the minimum raw scores listed below will be ineligible for financial assistance until they have demonstrated ability to benefit by successfully completing the first required college preparatory course in all of the areas:
