Thank you for your letter of January 28, 2004, and the prospectus for the Bachelor of Applied
Science in Dental Hygiene (BASOH) degree program. The first students were to have been
admitted in January, 2004, at the Health Education Center, Pinellas Park, FL.- The Center
houses all eleven of the College's health care programs, including the AS in Dental Hygiene.

The proposed method of delivery is online instruction. To facilitate learning in a compressed
time format, only one course in the curriculum is delivered at a time. Students are provided with
extensive orientation procedures to facilitate learning in an online environment. Since there are
no other baccalaureate dental hygiene programs in Florida, the online instruction is thought to
provide the most opportunity to the greatest audience.

Learning outcomes for the program appear appropriate. Students are provided structured
access to full-time faculty. Library resources appear sufficient and the collection development
plan for the program is sound. Fiscal and physical resources appear adequate. Varied
measures are used for assessment and evaluation.
