Failure to do so will 
prohibit or delay your course enrollment. 
 

□ Submit official, unopened (sealed) high school transcript(s) or GED transcripts. Applicants who 
have earned an Associate in Arts, Associate in Science, Associate in Applied Science, 
Baccalaureate, or higher degree from a regionally accredited institute are waived from this 
requirement but must submit all transcripts documenting degree completion. Unofficial copies or 
official copies that have been opened are not acceptable. 
  

□ Submit official, unopened (sealed) transcripts from all regionally accredited colleges and/or 
universities. We do not accept unofficial copies or official copies that have been opened.
