HOPE/Personal Financial Literacy Graduation Requirement for
Early College Program (ECP) Applicants

Students who accept an invitation to the Early College Program (ECP), are required to complete the
HOPE graduation requirement and the Personal Financial Literacy graduation requirement by
June 30th prior to their junior year. Failure to successfully complete this requirement by June 30" will
result in Pinellas County Schools (PCS) rescinding the invitation to participate in ECP.

in HOPE via Pinellas Virtual School (PVS) immediately upon acceptance of an invitation to ECP to
ensure the HOPE course is completed by June 30™.

e Students who have not successfully completed the Personal Financial Literacy credit or are notin
the process of completing the Personal Financial Literacy currently at their high school are
required to either complete the course at their high schoolin Semester 2 or enroll in Personal
Financial Literacy and Money Management via Pinellas Virtual School (PVS) immediately upon
acceptance of an invitation to ECP to ensure the course is completed by June 30th.
